How you can help your child at home


Help your child to write their first name using a capital letter at the beginning only and then followed on with lowercase letters. Look at and say the sounds in their name. 


Play lots of number games and sing number rhymes. Spot numbers in books, packets, buses, door numbers etc.


Ask your child to practise dressing and undressing independently so that they can get themselves ready for going into our garden. 


When practising the letter sounds (which we will be sending home soon) please practise saying the letter sound only rather than the name of the letter. We will soon be sending home reading books and a reading diary to record how your child is progressing with their reading.

There will be lots of speaking and listening over the term. We will encourage your child to ask/respond to questions; talk about their experiences/share what they have found out and to use language in drama and role play.





Reading


We will begin to read words by saying the whole word rather than breaking the words into sounds. This is to help your child build up a sight vocabulary of high frequency words. Writing


This term we will encourage the children to do their own writing and read it aloud to an adult. This is called emergent writing and in the initial stages it may be just lists of letters they know. However, as their knowledge of letter sounds and formation increases so their writing develops. We will also look at letter formation and the letters in your child’s name.

Mathematics


The children will be counting forwards and backwards and finding one more or less than a number to 10 and beyond. We will develop their number recognition and give the children opportunities to solve simple problems. 


They will explore 2D and 3D shapes and compare the length and mass of objects. They will talk about position, pattern and sort objects. We will be developing the use of mathematical vocabulary such as ’greater, smaller, heavier and lighter.’
