RE: Summer Fair

Dear Parent, Carer and Children,
After another very strange year missing out on so much, Friends of Langley have been considering what possible things could go ahead this term so that we can hopefully end the year with some normality. We have decided that it would be a real positive if we could run our summer fair in some form and therefore would like to invite your child(ren) to take part.  
As we are sure you can appreciate, due to COVID restrictions it will not be possible to open the school to parents, carers and families.  However, we have decided to hold a ‘Funday’ for the children which will take place during school hours.
So how will it work..........

A selection of stalls will be set up by FOL members.  Each year group/bubble will be allocated a time slot to attend the Funday stalls/activities.  The children can choose which stalls they would like to take part in.  Some of the stalls will have a charge which will be detailed below and some will be set up free of charge.
Parents can make payment to a maximum of £5 per child via the Friends of Langley bank account

Please make sure you add the reference as your child’s name and class number.  If you make payment for more than one child please use the child’s last name and the class numbers as the reference. 
On receipt of the payments FOL will allocate tokens to the children to use on the day.  The tokens will be held in school and given to the children on the day.

The following stalls will be available on the day.
Chocolate tombola.  £1 a turn
We ask that children could bring chocolate donations into school instead of money.  We will divide all the chocolate donations into year bundles and they will be held in isolation until the Funday to prevent cross contamination.  

Pocket money stall - 50p or £1 

A selection of ‘pocket money’ items will be on sale.  All items will be shared equally between each year group to ensure fair distribution and to avoid shortage throughout the day.

Bran tub/lucky dip - £1 
To remain COVID safe, children will use a littler picker to grab a WIN token.  If a WIN token is found there will be a prize.
Hook a duck - £1
If a winning duck is hooked the prize will be a sweet cone.
Guess the number of sweets in a jar £1 
A jar will be filled with sweets for each year group.  Guess the number of sweets to win jar.
Ice cream £1
A cone and scoop of ice cream with a topping. 

Candy floss £1

The bags will be sent home with your child at the end of the day.
Wine or Lose £1  ADULTS ONLY.   As it is for alcohol, this should be a separate payment to the maximum £5 for your child.
The ‘wine or lose’ stall is usually very popular and we didn’t want parents to miss out, therefore we will run this stall virtually.  Once again payments can be made online to the FOL bank account.  If payments are being made for this stall please use your child’s name, class number and WINE as the reference.  All winning parents should collect their alcohol from the office once the draw has been made.
A random generator will be used to pick winners.
We will also have some stalls which will be just for fun – these will include
Ping pong water bucket 
5 medium buckets 3/4 filled with water.  3 ping pong balls.  Throw the ping pong ball in the bucket and you’re a winner!  Each child taking part will receive a sticker and the winners will receive a certificate.
Hoopla 
Using hula hoops, aim to hoopla over the cone.  Certificate for those who manage to hit the target and a sticker for everyone taking part.

Tin can ally 
Knock all of the cans down in 3 throws to be a winner.  The winners will receive a certificate and everyone taking part will receive a sticker.
Tennis 
Using bats and soft balls, play a game with your friend.  Stickers for everyone taking part.
For those who might not know what FOL have funded over the years, here is a little bit of information.  
Thanks to the fantastic involvement, participation and donations from present and past parents, FOL have helped fund the construction of the Reception outdoor area, school I-pads, scooter parking mushroom, bike racks and shelter, the outdoor stage in the big yard, our very own steel pans, playground buddy benches, Christmas pantomimes, year 4 leavers party venue and much, much more.
